The Typical School Day

The Day begins at 8:45 when the gates to the Avenue entrance are opened and children file onto the school property. A member of staff is on duty at the gate onto the playground and many parents leave children at that point. The Reception class teachers will be on the playground for a quick hello but it is imperative that lessons, beginning with the register at 8:55am. 

Adults, other than staff, are not permitted to be on school premises after 8:45am so we ask parents to drop children at the gate rather than enter the building. If you have a message for the class teacher, you may of course relay it and there is an opportunity to make an appointment after school at any time. 

After registration and assembly, lessons begin. Generally English and Maths lessons make up the morning, but there is a recreation break for all pupils for 15 to 20 minutes, sometime between 10:30 am and 11:15 am, depending on age. We stagger playtimes in order to give children as much room to run about in.

Staggered lunch periods start from noon for about an hour. All Reception, Year 1 and Year 2 children may have a lunch free of charge, called a Universal School Meal, but please note this is not the same as a free school meal entitlement. Families with an entitlement to free school meals receive other support as part of the welfare benefits system. The school also receives additional funding from central Government to support these pupils. 

After lunch, the children return to class for afternoon learning before being dismissed at 3pm. From 2:55pm, the gates from the Avenue are opened and parents congregate on the MUGA playground and wait for their children to be dismissed to them. From Year 2, children are dismissed on the other side of the building.

School Uniform 
School uniform promotes a sense of togetherness and belonging as it differentiates between Bourton Primary children and children from other schools. 
Our school colours are grey, white and burgundy red. We require all children, while at school, to wear school uniform or school colours. Although we have no school policy for coats, hooded sweatshirts and baseball caps are not permitted during the school day. Sensible shoes must be worn and for safety reasons, no backless shoes, crocs or high heels are permitted. All new Reception, Year 1 & 2 pupils to our school are provided with a book bag, which is funded through our parent’s association, FoBS (Friends of Bourton School). If you require a replacement bag at any time these can be purchased from  school @ £6.50.

PE Kit 
PE is a compulsory part of education and it is important that children are dressed correctly for it. Indoor and outdoor lessons are planned throughout the year, so all pupils must have a PE kit as listed below. Official school PE kit can be purchased but this is not compulsory although we do ask that you purchase a PE Shirt with the school logo.

Jewellery 
The accidental pulling and catching of earrings, rings and necklaces during play or PE can cause severe damage to fingers and /or earlobes. Although a plain stud is acceptable, other jewellery is not permitted. Children will still be required to remove studs or tape over them during PE. The school cannot accept responsibility for the loss or damage of items of jewellery or watches. Hair should be tied back. 

Creative activities 
Please provide a named apron or overall for creative activities for children in Reception, we do have some in the classrooms. 

It is important that all clothes are clearly marked with the child’s name.

Breakfast club and After School care
We offer a breakfast club and after school club as wrap around care at our school. Breakfast club is from 8.00-8.45am and the after-school care runs from 3.15-6.00pm. There is more information about this service on our school website.

Extra School Activities
After school each day, Teachers may voluntarily run a school club ranging from the arts to sports. They do this because they want to. Obviously, these clubs are limited in number, so every ten weeks or so we do try to change them around. These clubs are purely optional and I thank the staff for doing them. Clubs run by outside agencies may incur a cost and whilst we are happy to offer these, we do not monitor their quality (other than for safety) and take no responsibility for them.

Many parents do not see Reading as a homework but it is THE SINGLE MOST IMPORTANT SKILL TO PRACTICE UNTIL FLUENT AND COMPREHENDING. It is not a race to get through books as the ability to understand what has been read, how the characters are defined and how things are described are the make up of tests, not how quickly they read the words. 

Year on year homework will naturally be more demanding. There will often be an optional extension task aimed at more able or older children, but which any of the children are welcome to have a go at.

From Year 1, the children will be given a grid of homework activities that link to their current topic. As they get older, the number of tasks increases. The activities range across the whole curriculum. Some of the activities will have a set date to hand in, but the majority of them will be at the end of the term. We have found children and parents prefer having the ownership of when they complete tasks over the course of the term as everyone works better in different ways.
Thank you for all your help with homework. It can be an enjoyable way of sharing with your child what they are learning about in school.

Home School Agreement 
1. The School agrees to:

· see the value of parents, governors, friends of the school etc who contribute to the daily work of the school
· provide a welcoming environment for parents in line with current safeguarding practices
· understand that, in very special circumstances, leave of absence in term time may be necessary
· promote good behaviour and discipline in partnership with parents/home

2. The Parent agrees to:
· support and work with the school to encourage a positive attitude to education and the staff ensuring that their child attends school regularly and punctually for the whole school day
· inform the school of any pupil absence before 9am by telephone or email the school office attendance@Bourton.school.
· ensure that their child has a reasonable night’s sleep before coming to school
· attend meetings at school to discuss their child’s progress and to learn about the work of the school
· let the school know of any concerns about the child’s education as soon as it comes up and accept the advice of the professionals when offered
· let the school know of any factors which might affect the child’s performance in school
· encourage the child to read and to provide opportunities to do so out of school
· encourage the child to use social media and the internet in line with age restrictions
· ensure appropriate uniform/equipment is worn

From time to time breaches in our school’s firewall have occurred. At these times, we close down the internet to pupils and run diagnostic checks.


CONSENT TO USE IMAGES OR PHOTOGRAPHS 

Often, we use photos of children on our web site or twitter feed but never put a name to that picture. From time to time, local or regional press or television may approach our school to take pictures of children if, for example, there has been a particular event at the school that they wish to cover.
The School takes the issue of child safety extremely seriously and that includes the use of images of children.  It may be that, for personal or other reasons, you do not want an image or photograph of your child to be taken for publicity purposes and so it is extremely important that your school has a signed form to make your wishes clear.

Universal School Meals

Since September 2014, we have been providing a school meal, free of charge, to all Reception, Year 1 and Year 2 pupils. This is called a Universal meal. This is different to the free school meals service currently offered to all pupils whose parents are in receipt of qualifying benefits. Free School meals entitlement provides extra funding to the school which we use to provide intervention support across the school.

Visits around Bourton on the Water
We conduct various projects with your child and will often make use of the village. The visits are risk assessed prior to going out and we ask to sign the consent form to ensure they can have full benefit of our curriculum. For trips further-a-field, a specific letter and permission will be sent out. Note, we do have the right to act in loco parentis if you forget to return slips, between the hours of 8:55am and 3pm.
