Context
Bourton on the Water Primary Academy recognises that the use of internet technologies and communication devices are now seen as a vital life skill and that the use of these can help to enhance communication and the sharing of information. However, Bourton Primary is also aware that users of technologies have a responsibility to do so in a safe and respectful manner at all times. 

Current internet technologies and electronic communications used by parents, pupils and staff, inside and outside of Bourton Primary, include, but is not limited to:
· Internet websites
· Virtual learning environment (VLE) via Teams
· Instant messaging (IM) via Teams
· Social networking sites (such as Facebook, Twitter)
· E-mail
· Blogs
· Video broadcasting sites
· Gaming Sites (Educational in Nature)
· Music downloading sites
· Smart phones with e-mail and web applications
· Tablets and mobile phones with digital cameras


At Bourton Primary Academy, we discourage the use of smartphones for pupils. At Bourton Primary Academy we expect the following of our pupils;

· I will use school IT systems with respect and remember that they are for learning purposes
· I understand that school will monitor my use of IT systems
· I will participate in lessons regarding online safety and be aware of the dangers
· I will report anything that I feel uncomfortable with
· I will act with respect in all my communications with others
· I appreciate that other people may have differing opinions to me
· I will not bring a mobile device (including smartwatch) into school unless this has been agreed (Y5/6 only). If that is the case, I will put it in the school office for the duration of the school day



At Bourton Primary Academy we expect parents/carers to;

· Support the schools policies regarding IT safety and safeguarding
· For safeguarding purposes ensure their child does not bring mobile devices into school (this includes smartphones)
· For safeguarding purposes ensure they do not use a mobile device on school grounds to take photos

· Year 5 and 6 only- If my child needs a mobile device to walk to school. I will communicate this via email to attendance@bourton.school 
I understand that this device will not be allowed within the school premises. I will ensure my child reports to the school office on arrival at school and the device will be secured there during the school day. I understand my child will not be allowed access to the device during the school day and it can be collected by them at the end of the day. I accept that school will take no responsibility for the device. 
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
